I have completed the District’s Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten Program Grant with MDE. Governor
Dayton and the 2016 Minnesota Legislature, for the purpose of preparing children for success as
they enter kindergarten the following year, established voluntary pre-kindergarten. The funding
allows districts, charter schools with recognized eatly learning programs, or a combination
thereof, to incorporate a voluntary pre-K program into their E-12 system. The new funding will
provide high-quality early learning programming to approximately 3,300 four-year-olds at 74
school districts and charter schools in the first year. Grant recipient announcements will be made
in March.
